E-Mail. _______________________, upon the following terms and conditions, and no other:
1. The rental charge for this unit is $ ________ per month payable on the first day of each calendar month in advance at
the O-L address stated above. O-L acknowledges the receipt of $________which pays the rent until _________ and includes a security deposit of $_________ to be refunded upon vacating the unit, provided the unit is left in a clean and undamaged condition.  This lease is a month to month lease and renews each month by C-R paying above monthly rental in advance as provided. However,  O-L reserves the right to increase monthly charges with 30 days written notice to C-R.  
2. C-R understands and agrees to occupy the storage unit upon the following terms and conditions:

a. The storage unit will be used for no unlawful purpose, will be kept in good condition (usual wear and depreciation excepted) and no explosives or highly in​flammable material or goods will be stored in the unit. C-R further warrants the storage unit shall not be used except for goods that C-R legally has the right to have in his possession.

b. O-L is not engaged in the business of storing goods for hire nor the warehouse business, but is just a landlord renting a storage unit. Consequently, no super​vision or control will be exercised over C-R and C-R must take whatever steps necessary to safeguard what is stored in the storage unit. O-L carries no insurance which in any way covers any loss that C-R may have or claim while renting the storage unit, and hence C-R must carry any insurance desired. O-L shall not be responsible or liable, directly or indirectly, for loss or damage to what C-R stores in the unit, no matter what the cause, including fire, explosion, theft, wind or water damage, loss of heat if heat is provided, etc.

c. If C-R fails to pay the rent when due or vacate the premises promptly upon expiration of this rental agreement then O-L shall have, and is hereby granted, the following rights (and failure to exercise same on any one or more occasions shall not be a waiver of same):

(1) To forthwith break and remove any lock on the door belonging to C-R, enter the storage unit and inspect its contents, then place the lock of O-L thereon until such contents are disposed of by O-L in the manner hereinafter provided.

(2) Before disposing of the contents by public, or private sale, upon such terms and conditions as O-L may see fit, O-L will mail to C-R a written notice that O-L has taken possession of such contents and will dispose of same between the hours of 10:00 A.M. and 4:00 P.M. on or after the first Monday of the week following the expiration of 15 consecutive days following the date on the written notice mailed.

(3) When O-L disposes of the contents of the storage unit pursuant to the foregoing notice, it shall be under no duty or obligation to produce wherefrom at public or private sale any amount of money more than necessary to pay to it any rental due (to be figured as of the date of the sale) plus a reasonable cost of arranging for the disposition of such contents. If in fact more is realized wherefrom O-L will notify C-R of any such excess and thereafter hold same in trust for C-R for 90 days at no interest, from the date of the notice, during which time C-R shall call for it and give O-L a receipt therefore. Failure to call for it within such 90 day period or refusal to receipt for it shall terminate the trust and O-L shall be entitled to keep such proceeds.

(4) If any of the contents of the storage unit to be disposed of consist of papers, pictures, documents, or like personal property that might not be considered to have any dollar value, O-L may dispose of same in such manner as it sees fit including destroying same or giving same away.

d. To indemnify and hold harmless O-L from any and all expense, demands, claims, actions or causes of action arising directly from C-R storage of goods in the storage unit as well as travel to and from said storage unit in any and all seasons.

3. All notices called for herein shall be given at the above addresses shown. It shall be the duty of C-R to furnish O-L in writing any change of address or phone number by certified mail, return receipt suggested.

4. No provision hereof may be waived or changed other than by written agreement, and C-R understands that only an officer of    O-L may authorize any waiver, modification or extension of any of the terms hereof.

5. This contract will be binding upon, and inure to, the benefits of the parties hereto, their heirs, successors, personal               representatives and assigns.
